SUNDAY’S READING: WORSHIP BOOK #1105

“Lord Jesus, I believe you are truly 
present in the Eucharist. I adore you 

and give my life to you.”

We have currently achieved 81% of our goal, with $9,344 
left to raise. So far, we have received contributions 
from 22.6% of our parish households, including 101 
individuals, several anonymous donations, and even 
some from those not formally registered at St. Anthony 
Parish. Our aim is to reach 100% participation, so if 
you have not yet contributed, remember that even a 
donation of $10 can make a significant impact.

The goal for our parish is $48,700. So far we have $39,356 
committed to that number, with $37,846 collected and 
the remaining to be contributed over time. The total 
goal of the Diocese is $2,000,000.
